“A night and a day in Ortonville”

ORTONVILLE - It was supposed to be a normal high school
tennis match.

But there was no way it was going to be anything but special.

Night matches and 50 dual-meet winning streaks can hardly be
considered normal. After one night and one day of competition, ——"
Brandon sophomore Nick Skinsacos (pictured on the right being carried
off the court by his teammates) edged Holly junior Colton Richards 7-6
(10-8), 2-6, 7-5 at No. 4 singles, knotting the final score at 4-4.

The tie ended the Bronchos’ Flint-area record 50 dual-meet
winning streak. Holly had not left a dual without a victory since a 6-2
loss to Brighton on April 20, 2004.The Bronchos had won a Metro
League record 62 straight duals with their last blemish being a 4-3 loss
at Lapeer West on April 29, 1999.

Holly and Brandon were forced to play the first night tennis
dual in Flint-area history on Sept. 21, 2010 because of prior scheduling
conflicts. The Bronchos and the Blackhawks each had matches .
scheduled that day — Holly hosted Lapeer West and Brandon hosted Clio — before playing each
other.

The Holly-Brandon dual was moved from Brandon High to the school district’'s Harvey
Swanson Elementary School because its eight-court facility is equipped with lights. The match
began at 6:45 p.m. and it didn’t take long for it to become a legend.

With both teams pulling off upsets, the
teams were tied 3-3 after the first six matches
came off the courts. Holly assured itself of at least
a tie when junior Sam Caldwell (photo on the left)
upset Brandon senior McKenzie Walsh, 4-6, 7-6
(8-6), 6-2, at No. 2 singles to give thet Bronchos a
4-3 lead.

o clicked off at 10 p.m., forcing the dual to be
postponed. The lights at Harvey Swanson

The match was supposed to be completed on Sept. 22, but it ended up being pushed
back to Sept. 24 because Holly was not able to get a bus on Sept. 22. When play resumed on
Sept. 24 at Brandon High School, Skinsacos lost the first game and then won the next two to win
the match and tie the final score. The tie put both teams at 6-0-1 in the Metro.

Flushing snaps Holly’s Metro League record 107-league match
unbeaten streak

FLUSHING - If Flushing’s Jake Besko and Matt Birchmeier were not aware of the last time
Holly’s boys tennis team dropped a Metro League dual, the Raiders’ No. 1 doubles team can
hardly be faulted for their memory lapse.

That’s because neither if them were born the last time it happened.

Besko and Birchmeier pulled off one of the most memorable flight
victories in Flint-area history when they downed Holly’s Garrett VanGilder
and Garrett Reid, 6-4, 6-3, on Sept. 6, 2018 to give Flushing a 5-3 triumph
over visiting Holly.

The Raiders’ victory ended Holly’s 107-match Metro League dual-
meet unbeaten streak. The Bronchos had not left a league match on a
losing note in 19 years, dating back to a 4-3 setback on April 29, 1999 at
Lapeer West.

Flushing improved to 1-0 in the Metro while Holly fell to 0-1.

Before its loss to the Raiders on Sept. 6, the Bronchos had gone
105-0-2 in their previous 107 league matches, with their only blemishes

being 4-4 ties with Brandon on Sept. 21, 2010 and on Sept. 1, 2011. Flushing’s No. 1 doubles team of Jake Besko (on

The triumph represented Flushing’s first dual-meet victory over the Bronchos in 36 years,
dating back to a 4-3 triumph on April 21, 1982 at Holly.

The two programs met in dual-meet competition seven times between 1973-82, with the
Raiders winning five of the first seven contests.

After not facing each other in duals for 30 years, the series resumed when Flushing
joined the Metro in the fall of 2014. Holly won the first four matches between the two schools
before the Raiders victory on Sept. 6.

Flushing’s triumph squared the overall dual-meet series between the two programs at six
matches apiece.

The Raiders put an exclamation point on their 2018 Metro season when the captured the
league tournament on Oct. 3, 2018 on their own courts, to secure the outright Metro
championship.

It is Flushing’s first league title since it captured the last three Big Nine Conference
crowns from 2009-11.

1. Owosso was a member of the Saginaw Valley Conference from 1932 to 1952.

2. The SVC used a divisional system (East/West) that crowned two champions from 1970 to 1980.

3. Midland Dow joined the Saginaw Valley Conference at the beginning of the 1971-72 school year.
The Chargers competed in the SVC for five years before going independent after the 1975-76 school year.
Dow rejoined the Valley at the beginning of the 1981-82 school year.

4. The SVL used North and South Divisions from 2012-15, crowing divisional champs based on
dual-meet records and an overall league champion based on the league tournament. The SVL scraped the
divisional concept and went back to being a one 12-team league in 2016.

5. The former Big Nine Conference schools, Flushing, Flint Carman-Ainsworth, Davison and Flint
Powers Catholic, along with independent Flint Northwestern, joined the SVC at the beginning of the 2012-13
school year. The SVC was split into two divisions, crowning league champions in each based on dual-meet
records. The overall league champion went to the winner of the league tournament, consisting of all 15 SVC
teams. The SVC also started picking two all-league teams (North and South), two players of the year and
two coaches of year.

Flint city boys high school tennis ends after 91 seasons

FLINT — Finding an empty tennis court at one of the Flint public high schools to hit
serves, volleys and overhead slams on in late 1970s was hard to come by.

When practice opened in the spring, the courts at Flint Central, Flint Northern, Flint
Northwestern, and Flint Southwestern were jammed with a full comphment of pIayers

Beginning in the mid 1990s, the numbers at each
city school began to drop, and gradually schools began to
close their doors.

Before the start of the 2018 season, because of a
lack of participation, the district was forced to cancel its final
boys program — Flint Jaguars — ending 91 seasons of high
school boys tennis at public schools in the vehicle city.

Central and Northern both
fielded teams for the first time in the
spring of 1928, and quickly Flint became
a hotbed for tennis.

The Indians and the Vikings
combined to win nine regional
championships and log six top-10 finishes at the state
tournament from 1929-50.

Northern captured the Class A-B state

championship — one Flint Central tennis players Jerry

The city series began in 1929, and Central quickly
became the team to beat. The Indians won 23 of the first 30
city titles, including a city record 14 straight crowns from
1945-58.

The Saginaw Valley League began play in 1932,
and the two Flint teams combined to win or share 14 of the
first 23 league championships.

The city swelled to four teams with the opening of

The Indians’ Mike Czarnecki snared the first city No. 1 singles title, beating
Northwestern’s Jan Stannard, 6-3, 6-0, in the championship match.

During the tournament era, Southwestern would emerge as the top Flint school, winning
or sharing 27 of the final 42 city titles. The Colts captured back-to-back SVL East Division
championships in 1973 and ’74, and they logged three top-10 finishes at the Class A state
tournament in 1974, °77 and ’78, with their best finish being fifth place in ‘78.

A fifth Flint public school, Flint Academy, opened in fall of 1976, and it fielded a boys
tennis team from 1978-88. The school combined with Flint Southwestern to form Flint
Southwestern Academy in the fall of 1988.




While Academy would not compete in the city
series, it would feature some of the best teams and
players in the city.

The school took third place at the Class C-D state
tournament in 1988, and its top player, Phil Krueger,
became the first and only city player to win a state
championship at No. 1 singles in 1988.

The four Flint Class A schools would remain
competitive outside the city from the 1980s to the mid
1990s. Northern captured back-to-back SVL West Division
titles in 1979 and ’80 — the last two SVL crowns won by
city teams — and Central qualified for the Class A state
tournament as a team in 1988 and "95.

Primarily because of socioeconomics and
declining enrollment, city tennis began its decent in the
late 1990s. -
The 2000 city tournament represented the first Flint Southwestern’s Jeff Coggins
time that none of the four schools were able to field a full ~ hits a diving forehand return
team. Southwestern had 11 players, Central brought 10, during a match in the mid 1970s.
Northern had nine, and Northwestern failed to show up Coggins won city titles at No. 1
for the tournament.

Central was the first Flint school to close, shutting its doors for good at the end of the
2008-19 school year. Northern fielded its final team in the spring of 2005, and the school was
closed at the end of the 2012-13 school year. Northwestern fielded its last team in the fall of
2011, and Southwestern captured the final city tournament that season.

Northwestern and Southwestern combined athletic programs in the fall of 2017, with the
cooperative teams being renamed the Flint Jaguars.

Northwestern ceased to be a traditional high school — the building currently serves as the
district’'s Accelerated Learning Academy — at the end of the 2017-18 school year.

During its only season of competition, the Jaguars posted a 0-11 mark in the fall of 2017.
The program was cancelled before the start of the 2018 campaign because of lack of

- smww ‘é participation.

In its final 21 seasons, the city had
only two players qualify for the state
tournament at No. 1 singles in Northern’s
Tony Du (Division 2) in 1998 and
Southwestern’s Paul Farah (Division 4) in
2010.
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Central won the city series with 46
championships, Southwestern was second
with 29, Northern came in third with 11, and
Northwestern finished with two.

Southwestern players appeared in the
city tournament No. 1 singles championship
match 34 times, and they won 24 titles — both
city records.

1. The first city boys tennis tournament was held on May 27, 1971 at Swartz Creek Golf
Course.

2. Flint Southwestern became the first city school to sweep all seven flights at the city
tournament in 1983. Flint Southwestern won all seven flights in 1989 and Flint Central won all
eight flights in 1996.

3. In 1996, the Saginaw Valley Conference and the City Series added a fourth doubles
flight.

4. The 2000 city tournament marked the first time since the tournament’s inception in
1971 that not one of the city schools could field a complete team. Flint Southwestern had 11
players. Flint Central brought 10 and Flint Northern had nine players. Flint Northwestern failed to
show up for the tournament. A complete team is 12.

5. The 2009 city tournament featured only teams from Flint Southwestern and Flint
Northwestern, representing the fewest teams in the tournament’s 40-year history. Flint Northern
did not have a team and Flint Central closed at the end of the 2008-09 school year. The 2009
season also marked the first time since the spring of 1959 that there were only two Flint schools
that had boys’ tennis teams.

6. *There was no city championship awarded in 2012 and ‘13 because Flint
Southwestern was the only city school with a boys’ tennis team. Flint Northern and Flint
Northwestern canceled their 2012 seasons before playing a match. Northern was closed following
the 2012-13 school year and Northwestern did not field team again in 2013. Flint Central and Flint
Northern both started boys programs in 1928 and the City Series championship was first awarded
in 1929. Flint Southwestern fielded its first team in 1960 and Flint Northwestern started playing in
1965.

7. The Flint schools combined athletics between Flint Southwestern and Flint
Northwestern at the beginning of the 2017-18 school year. The new team is called the Flint
Jaguars, and it played at the Flint Southwestern campus.

8. Because of a lack of participation, the Flint Jaguars did not fieild a boys team in the fall
of 2018, ending 91 seasons of boys tennis in the city of Flint. Flint Central and Flint Northern both
fielded teams for the first time in the spring of 1928, and there was at least one city school with a
boys team through the end of the 2017 winter campaign. Boys tennis switched from a spring
sport to a fall sport in the fall of 2007, meaning the boys played back-to-back seasons in the
spring and fall of 2007. When you add in the extra 2007 season, it comes to 91 seasons of boys
tennis for Flint.

Grand Blanc plays in the KLAA West Division. KLAA Divisional championships are
determined by a dual-meet records. The Bobcats became the KLAA’s 24" member in the
fall of 2009.

The KLAA has two conferences — Lakes and Kensington. The North and West divisions
are in the Lakes Conference and the Central and South divisons are in the Kensington
Conference. Each conference has its own tournament.

After the Lakes and Kensington tournaments (2008-10), the winners of each conference
play each other in a dual to determine the overall KLAA champion. This format was
disbanded after the 2010-11 school year.

At the beginning of the 2011-12 school year, the KLAA changed the way it crowns an
overall association champion. Instead of dual between the two conference champions,
the top three teams in each of the four divisons play in the KLAA “A” tournament, with the
winner being named KLAA Associaton champon.

Tim Wang won back-to-back Division 1 state championships at No. 1 singles in 2013 and
’14, beating Connor Johnston in the championship match each year. Novi captured the
Division 1 team state championship in 2014.

Because of the depature of 10 schools, the membership in the Kensington Lakes
Activities Association shrunk to 14 for the 2017-18 school year. As a result, the KLAA
scrapped its four divisional alignment and went to two divisions — Black and Gold. Grand
Blanc competed in the Gold, and it took third place with a 3-2 dual-meet record. Novi
finished it first place at 5-0, and Northville came in second at 4-1. The KLAA held a
season-ending association championship tournament, which consisted of the top four
teams in the Gold and top three teams in the Black.

Greater Flint Area boys tennis on the decline

FLINT — Broken tennis racquets can rarely be repaired, and they can compromise one’s
performance.

Still, certain things, like broken strings, head guards, and butt caps can be fixed or
replaced.

Flint-area boys high school tennis
has been on a fast, steady decline over
the last 13 years, and whether it is
capable of being repaired is unknown.

A record low of 16 Flint-area
teams — only eight of which were situated
in Genesee County — competed in
regional tournaments on Oct. 10 and 11,
2018.

When you consider the area
boasted 27 teams in the spring of 1983,
and as many as 25 in the fall of 2005, the
future of the sport in the area is in grave
danger.

Where have the teams gone?

The sport’s switch from a spring
offering to a fall activity, school
consolidations, and the recent trend of
declining enrollment in public schools are
easily the main reasons for the sport’s fall.

Boys tennis switched from being a
spring sport to a fall activity in the fall of
2007, and its participation numbers have been in a steady decline every since.

According to Michigan High School Athletic Association records, there were a total of
8,517 players at MHSAA member schools in the spring of 2007 — the sport’s final season in the
spring. There were only 6,077 participants in the fall of 2016.

Public schools have been hit hard by declining enroliment, forcing several area schools to
either close or consolidate operations.

Carman High and Ainsworth, both one-time powerhouses in boys tennis, combined to
form Carman-Ainsworth in the fall of 1986.

Carman-Ainsworth cancelled its boys team before the start of the 2015 season because
of a lack of participation.

Lapeer East and Lapeer West combined to form a new Lapeer High in the fall of 2014,
and the Flint school district has gone from having four high schools - all of which had boys teams
—to one over the last 10 years.

Boys tennis ceased to exist in the city after its final squad — Flint Jaguars (the old Flint
Southwestern) — cancelled its program because of a lack of participation before the start of the
2018 season.

Socioeconomics also caused two of the area’s top tennis feeder systems - Genesee
Valley Tennis Center and Flint Swim and Racquet Club — to close up shop.

Can the proverbial broken racquet be fixed?

Boys tennis will never completely disappear from the Flint-area athletic landscape, but
because of certain political barriers, and the socioeconomics of the area, it is very unlikely more
teams will be formed.

After a program is cancelled, it is very difficult to bring it back, and with tight school
budgets, starting up a new program might not be a good idea.

Enjoy your program while you have it.

15 school year.

Atherton cancelled its program before the start of the 2014 season.

Flint Southwestern and Flint Northwestern combined athletic programs at the beginning of the 2017-18
